
 

 

FAIRFAX FALLS-CHURCH COMMUNITY SERVICES BOARD 
COMPLIANCE COMMITTEE VIRTUAL MEETING MINUTES 

FEBRUARY 16, 2022 
 

The Compliance Committee of the Fairfax-Falls Church Community Services Board met electronically due 
to the COVID-19 pandemic that has made it unsafe to physically assemble a quorum in one location or to 
have the public present. Access was made available via video and web conferencing platform to CSB Board 
members, CSB staff, and members of the public. The meeting notice, including participation instructions, 
was posted electronically and on the building in which the meeting is typically held. Additionally, 
attendees were offered an opportunity to register for public comment during the 30 minutes prior to the 
meeting being called to order.

During the 
testing phase, it was discovered that the learning management system reports and the personnel 
system reports do not contain the similar staff identification numbers.  Staff is working on a 
solution to cross reference both systems in a way that staff identification numbers can merge and 
provide the needed information.
