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RESOLUTION

At a regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Fairfax County, Virginia, held in the
Board Auditorium of the Government Center at 12000 Government Center Parkway,
Fairfax, Virginia, on Tuesday, March 19, 2024, at which meeting a quorum was present and voting,
the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, data centers are important facilities to support the modern, digital world and can
provide economic development opportunities

WHEREAS, data centers are an evolving industry with unique characteristics; and

WHEREAS, research has indicated the need to consider additions and revisions to strengthen the
use standards and other Zoning Ordinance provisions for data centers; and

WHEREAS, the Zoning Ordinance amendment would address the zoning districts, permissions,
design, and compatibility with surrounding land uses; and

WHEREAS, by adoption of this Resolution, the Board directs staff to prepare and advertise public
hearings on an amendment to Chapter 112.2 (Zoning Ordinance) of the County Code; and

WHEREAS, the public necessity, convenience, general welfare, and good zoning practice require
consideration of proposed revisions to the Zoning Ordinance.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, for the foregoing reasons and as articulated in the
March 19, 2024, Data Centers Board Matter and motion, the Board of Supervisors authorizes the
advertisement of public hearings during which the Planning Commission and the Board will

consider the proposed Zoning Ordinance amendment.
