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Modal options considerations
– Walking – more than recreation, can reduce auto trips

– Biking – more than recreation, can reduce auto trips

– Driving – efficient and comfortable

– Transit – more than commuting, local circulation

– Emerging technologies – “the great unknown”



County of Fairfax, Virginia

• Establish Lorton Road as a local-serving

boulevard through streetscape and urban

design elements to improve pedestrian

comfort and safety that include wider

walkways and landscaped medians,

improved wayfinding signage and lighting,

public art, and street trees that

encourages the development of the core

as a well-connected destination, rather

than a pass-through.
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Community Vision Statement



County of Fairfax, Virginia

• Expected roadway function of Lorton Road

– carry an even mix of local and through traffic

– link collectors with principal (major) arterials

– perform a significant function in the

transportation network

– closely approach principal arterial in terms of

traffic characteristics and role in the network

• Continue Transportation Assessment

• Report to Task Force

– Existing conditions assessment

– Future baseline conditions assessment

– Future conditions assessment with proposed

new land uses

– Potential mitigations and improvements
